(anantadharmatmakam vastu).

- An object can be viewed as one (e.g.
water as a substance) , many (water as its
states e.g. vapour, dew, snow, etc.), or
different (water as its properties) at the
same time depending on the view point of
the observer.

Anekaantvaad- The Fundamental Principle Of Expansive Thinking

- Shilpa Ajani (B.com, DG, FGA (Lon), FFIG)

This means that anekantvaad holds that:

- No statement is absolutely true or false
but just a conditional truth and doesn't
capturethe whole truth.

- Affirmations and negations of a
statement of reality or truth are valid only
under specific conditions.

- It encourages considering all possible
viewpoints toreach the truth.

Factors Influencing Judgement:

- Substance, time, place, and condition of
the observerinfluence understanding.

Unilateral (one-sided ) thinking is the
greatest disease which plagues the current
world affairs.

In domestic politics, unilateral ideologies
lead to division and extremism. People view
opposing views as threats, not differences
(latest Waqf law dispute which has caused
communal riots in West Bengal).

4. Hindering Global Cooperation

How to Choose Between Old and New Tax
Regimes?

When deciding between the two tax
regimes, it is important to take into account
the tax exemptions and deductions available
under the old tax regime. After deducting all
eligible exemptions and deductions, the net
taxable income can be determined. By
calculating the tax liability based on this net
taxable income under the old tax regime, it
becomes possible to compare it with the tax
liability under the new tax regime.

Choosing the regime with the lower tax
liability is the logical approach, and it is
essential to inform the employer about this
choice so that the appropriate Tax Deducted
at Source (TDS) can be deducted from the
salary.

If you have a loss from house property,
capital gains, or business & profession, you
need to consider them as well while making
informed decisions on the selection of regime.
Along with the current year's losses, even the
previous year's losses eligible to set off will get
lapsed as well. Ineligibility to carry forward

such losses may impact your future income

The new Income Tax Bill has been tabled
by the Honorable Finance Minister in
the Lok Sabha.
It is to be noted that the old regime and
new regime for FY 2024-25, both falls
under the existing Income Tax Act.
The new tax regime under section
115BAC, is dealt under section 202 of
the new Income Tax Bill, 2025. The bill,
when passed, will become the new

Some collate, prepare, upload on their own,
most use a service provider such as a
practicing Chartered Accountant or a TRP —
Tax Return Preparer. For most of us the
deadline by which we need to file the ITRis 31"
July. Filingearlyisencouraged.

It is important that we should be ready
with all the information ideally in April itself —
bank statements, salary slips (if you
employed), taxes paid such as advance tax,
TDS (tax deducted at source), TCS (tax
collected at source), capital gains statement
(split into short & long term), dividends
received, interest earned (bank savings
account, bank & corporate FDs - fixed
deposits; small saving schemes for e.g., PPF —
Public Provident Fund; yes it is tax free but
every income needs to be reported, post
office savings account, bonds, debentures),
rent received from let out property, if you
have business then you may have to prepare
profit & loss account, balance sheet (if audit is
involved then the ITR deadline is slightly
stretched). | have approached this article
from personal taxation preparedness angle
(and not from tax planning angle). Remember
there are 5 heads of income and correct
classification of income is a must. Technically
incomeinkindisalso to be reported.

What is important is that even if you
take assistance of a professional, it is your
responsibility to gather details and provide to
the professional in a complete and accurate
manner. Merely dumping statements,
passbooks, pay slips, rent receipts, challans on
to the professional is not the right way as s/he

may not be cognizant to your personal
financial matters. At the end of the day, you
are responsible for your ITR, not the CA.
Hence being aware is a necessity. Seek timely
guidance from experienced service providers.

Depending on which regime you opt for
('new' is default), you will need to be ready
with details of contributions made to PPF,
NPS, insurance premium paid, interest paid
for certain loans (e.g., home, education),
donations made (Form 10 BE) etc. It is very
important to start filing these documents in a
dedicated folder / file meant for ITR whereby
you do not need to spend valuable time in
gathering post year end. Itis possible thatyou
may have paid some of these using a credit
card, hence scanning your credit card
statements is also important. As a basic,
explaining every credit entry in your bank
statement is very important to ensure
completeness — ofcourse not all credits are in
the form of income. Download the statement
in spreadsheet format and add appropriate
columns.

If you have received any monetary gifts
(wedding or not), you need to consider
reporting the same, though thereis noincome
tax (there is no gift tax too) involved unless
non-wedding gift exceeds ¥50,000. If you

have any foreign assets such as investments
made outside India, including stock options,
earningsthereof, you need toreportthe same.

It is very important that you disclose all
your financial transactions, especially those
having tax implications, to your CA who will
need to consider the same from reporting
perspective. Remember that your records
should match with the details available on the
IT portal —26AS (consolidated tax statement),
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AlS (Annual Information System), TIS
(Taxpayer Information Summary). 26AS also
has list of SFTs - significant financial
transactions that have been reported by
various input providers using PAN as your
reference (e.g., purchase of vehicle, jewellery,
forex remittance, investments). It is your
responsibility to validate details populated by
you with these tax reports that can be

downloaded from the IT portal. For any
difference, you need to fix any errors or
omissions as the tax authorities will be relying
onthese.

ITR is mandatory for all those who earn
income beyond a certain threshold, are tax
payers, are seeking tax refund, wish to set off
losses (adhering to timeline is a must here).
Good luck.
