We 

must have: Constant awareness of the 'real right 

a n d  w ro n g ' ,  b a s e d  o n  o u r  d e e p  a n d 

unquestioning faith on the preachings and 

prescriptions of our Tirthankars, gurus and 

scriptures, Honest acknowledgement of our 

past and present wrongdoings, Genuine 

repentance for the breaches and transgressions 

of the prescribed life-codes during our daily 

inner and outer life activities, Consistent effort 

to prevent the repetition of past transgressions 

in future.
The fact today is that instead of giving up sins, 

we consider it to be smart and are engaged only 

in hiding them. We ought to think a bit and 

perform our pratikraman with full faith and 

feeling so that we may be able to say like a  poet

This lamp 

shall show me the right path Like a friend, 

philosopher and guide, While I embark on a 

journey A precarious journey called life.”
The mind may have turned away from 

worldly passions and possessions, from spiritual 

attainments like sadhana and siddhi, yet if one's 

mind is not centred upon the lotus feet of the 

guru, it is all in vain. One of Sheetalacharya's 

four monk- nephews, attained omniscience only 

by thoughts of offering vandan to him with a 

heart overflowing with true devotion!

On the coming Guru Purnima day, as we 

celebrate the beginning of Chaturmaas and 

Bhagawan Mahavir's acceptance of Gautam

be such a pure and hearty one.
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Working in the Income tax Department has 
taught me many things. One of the most 
important logical dictum I learnt, imbibed and 
followed without exception for all decisions in my 
work and life, was that never come to any 
conclusion without hearing the other side and 
that too without wearing a coloured glasses of 
prejudices, presumptions or assumptions, which 
in legal terms is called the principle of Natural 
Justice, It has become my second nature.

I recall one anecdote. For an appointment to 
the top post in the HR department, the final lap of 
the interview, after completion of all the selection 
processes at different levels, was to be done by the 
CEO. During the lunch with him, the CEO observed 
that the candidate put salt and pepper in the soup 
before tasting it. On that basis alone he rejected 
his candidature on the inference that his attitude 
is to come to conclusions without verifying the 
facts.

Shall we apply the touchstone of the 
principles of natural justice to this decision of the 
CEQ.

Though the observation of the CEO was 
intelligent, he should have asked the candidate to 
explain about his observation as he was 
interviewing him, Only after hearing his 
explanation and understanding other facts and 
circumstances of the case, he should have taken a 
call and not impromptu.

Please consider. If the explanation of the 
candidate was one or more of the following, would 
the decision be different?

1. Sir, I have come to this office earlier on 3 
occasions for preliminary verification and 
interviews: Every time I had taken this soup, I 
found that Salt and Pepper was less according to 
my taste buds. So this time, I added salt and 
pepper without tasting and it suited me well.

2. I am under medication and I have been 
advised to take little more salt. In a modern office 
like this, normally salt content is moderate, Sol 
added salt and Pepper without tasting.

3. While coming I heard the people who had 
soup saying that the soup was bland and salt and 
pepper were needed to be added. Qne should not 
have first-hand experience of everything in life. 

We have to learn from the experiences of others to 
be better and faster learning.

4. The bearer had given a hint while serving 
and most probably you didn't notice that because 
you were talking to someone on mobile.

5. The type of soup I had ordered is always 
bland in taste even when normal salt is added. So 
to taste better, a helping of additional salt and 
pepper is always welcome.

There could be other genuine explanations 
and after hearing them, in all probability, the CEO 
will have to revisit his decision.

This apart there are other facets of the logical 
process of  the CEO himself  which need 
introspection. Few of them are mentioned 
hereunder:

1. CEO should not have taken a hasty 
decision of not selecting him, who was otherwise 
found fit by all for this flimsy observation. As a 
CEO, he could have guided and moulded him. 
Otherwise he himself is not a capable CEO. His 
decision smacks of arrogance.

2. The CEO is committing the same mistake 
which he thinks the candidate has committed. 
Without understanding and verifying with the 
candidate, he concludes.

3. The decision making is an art and there is 
n o  s t ra i g h t  j a c ke t  a n s w e r  o r  m e t h o d . 
"Circumstances" are more relevant and issue 
based decision making is welcome, A person can't 
just be faulted and punished for such a trivial 
habit, which can easily be pointed out and 
changed. It cannot be extrapolated to life 
attitudes. A person, who starts walking with his 
left foot first cannot be classified as a Leftist.

In view of the above, he should have asked the 
reasons for adding Salt and Sugar without tasting 
the soup. If the reasons mentioned above were 
found to be genuine, he should not have taken a 
final call. Further, he may correct himself and 
never come to a conclusion without following the 
principles of Natural Justice.

Dear friends, please adopt this approach 
while taking decisions on all issues in your life to 
make it just and worthwhile, You, definitely, will be 
a changed person. Your interpersonal relations will 
become better and in turn your life.

FISCAL DISCIPLINE IN SOCIO-RELIGIOUS INSTITUTIONS
PART-3 RECEIPTS (1)

There are two broad categories of receipts by 
Socio-Religious institutions, Movable and Non-
movable or immovable. The immovable receipts 
are mostly land (open plot, farm, vadi , well hpX$u
and associated water dispenser ) and `fb lhpX$p
building (schools and educational institutes, 
dispensaries, upashraya , paushadhshala D`pîe
`p¥j^ipmp etc.) The movable receipts are mostly in 

cash and sometimes in kind also. This 
categorization is illustrative and not complete and 
exhaustive.

The receipts of immovables are generally 
considered a safe and secure transaction and 
chances of pilferages are very less. Besides, the 
donor is assured of the fulfillment of the purpose 
for which the donation is done. It is also believed 
that transfer of such properties to other party is 
not easy. But of late these beliefs are proving 
wrong. In South Gujarat, a big plot of land 
belonging to the Trust of a minority community 
was reserved for the exclusive use as crematorium 
ground. Now that plot is surrounded by many 
markets and shops etc. Due to its very high market 
value and attractive and lucrative returns, the 
Trustees have surreptitiously sold the major part 
of the plot to some private builder. Now the matter 
is in court as some enlightened persons have 
objected to this deal. In another incident of the 
same community, a big plot of land was donated 
by a person with the express intension of building 
a collage in his name. For many years the collage is 
functional and has earned reputation too. But 
about a few decades back, the management sold 
the part of the collage campus which was facing 
the main road to some builder to build shops and 
commercial establishments. For this also the 
matter was in court. These are what is proverbially 
called tip of the iceberg. Many communities are 
facing these or similar problems including our Jain 
community. Many famous, dignified celebrities 
and personalities in India have managed to receive 
plot of land for some ostensibly noble cause, 

almost free of cost or at throw away price or token 
money from the Governments, but later on used it 
for personal or familial financial gains, name and 
publicity. Many religious ashrams, NGOs, 
educat ional  inst i tutes  and even some 
industrialists in India have followed this model for 
land acquisition. 

The receipts of movables in cash or even kind 
have its own issues. In Prakash Samiksha's 
editorial it was suggested that the donations in 
cash may be made by cheques or by electronic 
means or digital payments. This is a laudable and 
desirable method. But most of the readers will 
agree that many institutions do not have Bank 
Accounts as they are not registered and hence 
don't have mandatory Pan Card. Then latent 
donations ) in cash box are also sizable. In (Nyáv$p_
social media I have seen two videos where the 
cash and even ornaments received from such cash 
boxes are mind boggling. One was from Tirupati 
Devasthanam and another from Sanvaria Seth 
Temple (Bhadsora, Rajasthan). I wish to high light 
yet another recent example in our own K.D.O. 
Gnati, where an anonymous person has donated 
One Lakh Rupees (no mention about the method 
of payment) to one of the Panjarapols in a villages 
in Abdasa Taluka (Tehsil). Normally anonymous 
person steals the money, but in this case he/she 
has donated! Many devotees donate jewellery 
and ornaments to the temples. These types of 
donations are movable, light weight and small in 
size so they are inherently vulnerable to pilferage 
and are prone to thefts. The security and 
management of such costly and movable items is a 
big challenge. One tried and tested method 
suggested by many for the safety and security of 
such loose, costly and movable item is periodically 
monitoring and physical inspection/audit. Also 
some dependable persons may be nominated and 
assigned this responsibility.

Domestic Violence

Those who are in an abusive relationship 
seldom consider they are a part of the equation. 
In other words, it takes 2 people to create 
domestic violence.

How do you fit the equation? Answer the 
following questions.
1. Do you have low self-esteem? People who 
abuse others seek out people who they deem 
are easy to control, manipulate and create 
power-over. Low self-esteem sets the stage.
2. Did you come from an abusive or highly 
dysfunctional home? Growing up in an abusive 
or dysfunctional home fosters the imprint that 
the highs and lows of abuse are equated to 
loveafter all people ( your parents) who claimed 
to love you most, emotionally and physically 
hurt you. And though you didn't like it, you then 
seek out someone who will give you the same 
kind of love- the kind that hurts- because it feels 
so good in between hurting.
3. Do you believe in traditional, stereotypical 
relationship roles?
4. D o  y o u  a c c e p t  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  f o r 
disagreements or arguments- other than your 
own behaviour?
5. Do you accept responsibility for his/her 
behaviour to keep the peace?
6. Do you walk around eggshells to keep the 
peace?
7. Do you accept the myths about domestic 
violence?
8. Do you tell yourself " I can handle it, it"s not 
that bad".
9. Do you feel guilty if he becomes enraged or 
jealous?
10. Do you allow yourself to be controlled 
because you believe the person would not do it 
if they didn't love you?
11. Do you believe jealousy is proof of love?
12. Do you believe some abuse is par for the 
course in an intimate relationship?

All the above are indicators of emotional 
abuse. Remember that emotional abuse 
precedes physical abuse without fail. Emotional 
abuse is simply a warning sign and if you can 
protect yourself by avoiding being in the 
relationship. 

If you are already in the relationship, 
because you missed the warning signs, ( there 
are always warning signs without fail), you will 
be able to heed them and get out before they 
escalate to physical abuse.

If you answered "Yes" to any of the above 
questions, you are in a relationship that could 
progress to physical abuse unless there is 
immediate  and effect ive  profess ional 
intervention. You both need to seek separate 
professional guidance. 

Accepting that you play a part in the abuse 
equation and take responsibility for your part is 
the first step to reconciliation- either resolving 
the issues or parting company.

Domestic violence is not only done by 
husbands. If it is done by your parents, in-laws 
and other family members too it is called 
relationship abuse or domestic violence. 

Domestic abuse of elderly people is also 
c l a s s i f i e d  d o m e s t i c  v i o l e n c e .  D o w r y 
harassement is a type of domestic violence and 
often results in dowry deaths when domestic 
abuse turns deadly.

In many cases, the battered women's own 
families are not supportive of what they prefer 
to call a " domestic dispute" because of the 
shame and guilt that surrounds such issues.

Domestic violence is a serious threat to 
women in India, so you need to know the signs 
of an abusive relationship, how to react to the 
situation and how the law offers protection of 
women from domestic abuse.

Types of Domestic Abuse.
There are many types of domestic violence 
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and the signs of domestic violence are not 
always obvious, so a lot of abuse against women 
goes unreported.

One reason women don"t report that they 
are being abused is that they don't know the 
signs of abusive relationships nor they 
understand what comes under domestic abuse 
or how to prove domestic violence in India.

In general, domestic abuse includes:
* Physical abuse ( beating, rape)
* Mental abuse or emotional abuse.
* Economic abuse or financial abuse.
" If you alter your behaviour because you are 

frightened of how your partner will react, you 
are being abused" - Sandra Horley.

Physical abuse in relationships.
Physical violence involves actions that hurt 

or injure a person using physical force. Physical 
abuse often involves a husband hitting a wife, it 
can also include pushing, choking, strangulation 
and other forms of physical intimidation. 
Because physical abuse is one of the more 
obvious forms of domestic violence and often 
causes bruises or grievious physical injuries, it is 
easy to provide evidence of physical abuse, as 
long as it is recorded by a doctor.

Economic abuse.
According to Sushmita Barman, domestic 

violence is not only about heated arguements, 
physical abuse or emotional torture. There is 
also economic abuse which our society, family 
members,  male members,  neighbours, 
relations, friends and also women and girls 
consider to be normal. Economic abuse is when 
an abuser takes control of or limits access to 
shared or individual assets or limits the current 
or future earning potential of the victim as a 
strategy of power and control. Also when the 
abuser separates the victim from her own 
resources, rights and choices, isolating the 
victim and other family members.

Some examples of economic or financial 
abuse:

* Does he refuse to let open a bank account 
or get a PAN number?

* Does he refuse to let you manage your 
own money, even if you are earning?

* Are you expected to hand over your entire 
paycheck to your in laws?

* Does he keep control of the finances and 
force you to beg for money?

* Does he keep the status of your financial 
assets, joint savings or investment a secret?

* Does he say " it is not a woman"s job" 
when  you  ask  about  jo int  sav ings  or 
investments?

* Does he threaten to leave you penniless 
whenever you argue?

If your spouse or partner shows any of these 
c o n t ro l l i n g  b e h av i o u rs  t h e n  yo u  a re 
experiencing economic or financial abuse.

Emotional abuse.
Emotional or verbal abuse refers to actions 

meant to inflict trauma,cause distress or 
intimidate another person either verbally or 
through non-verbal acts. In our country 
emotional abuse by parents is very common as 
many Indian parents aim to control their kids 
behaviour and force them to do what they want 
a t  a l l  c o s t s .  S i g n s  o f  e m o t i o n a l  / 
p s y c h o l o g i c a l / m e n t a l  a b u s e  i n c l u d e 
disrespectful behaviour, name calling,put-
downs, and undermining the self-respect and 
self-worth of another person. Women who stay 
in abusive marriages don't realise what 
domestic abuse does to a child. Often abusers 
take their anger out on anyone in their path - 
even /especially children.

Domestic violence has not spared even our 
presidential candidate.
