KALPAVRIKSHA YOJANA

Cordinated by D.B.K.D.O Jain Ekkam

PREAMBLE OF KALPAVRUKSHA YOJNA

In the year 1993 when teak plantation schemes had become very popular across the country
and expected to give good returns, about 600+ companies had floated similar plantation
schemes, unfortunately, not even a single company has succeeded or exists, all schemes
failed, and there is not a single company to respond to or address any queries of tree
investors.

ROLE OF COORDINATOR PLAYED BY DBKDO JAIN EKKAM

In the same year 1993, with a sole objective of making our community members more
prosperous, few senior members of Dakshin Ekkam planned to float plantation scheme
making DBKDO Jain Ekkam as a coordinator of the scheme "KALPAVRUKSHA YOJNA".

The role of DBKDO Jain Ekkam as a coordinator is also clearly mentioned on the back of the
certificateissued to all the tree investors.

DBKDO Jain Ekkam along with other charitable institutions decided to own about 124.65
acres of land at satyamangalam to enable "BON PLANTATION AND EXPORTS Pvt Ltd." to plant
the trees and give wood to the tree investors, the details of the ownership of the land is as
given below,

DBKDO Jain Ekkam- 49.65 acrs , Kalpavruksha Charties- 43.56 acrs, Aikyata Charities-31.44 acrs
BON PLANTATION AND EXPORTS Pvt Ltd had guaranteed to give the wood to the tree
investors and the same is also clearly mentioned in the tree certificate.

DBKDO Jain Ekkam paid the entire amount collected from the tree investors to the planters
M/S BON PLANTATION AND EXPORTS Pvt Ltd and played only a role of the coordinator, it
coordinated between the Tree investors (Tree owners) and Tree Planters - "BON PLANTATION
AND EXPORTS Pvt Ltd."

SCHEME FAILED DUE TO VAGARIES OF NATURE

We all have heard about the saying "Man proposes, God disposes"

Human beings can make any plans they want, butit's God that decides their success or failure.
The plantation did well in the initial years and with the passage of time, nature had different
plans and more than 90% of the trees were infected with Root Rot disease, resulting the
scheme failed, this matter was informed to all the tree investors and a meeting was called at
the plantation site on 14-01-2007 requesting all the tree investors to join the meeting.
MORAL OBLIGATION OF DBKDO JAIN EKKAM

However Dakshin Ekkam, considered as its moral obligation to protect its member's
investments and explored the option of selling its entire land of 124.5 acres and returning the
money to the tree investors. As per the arbitration award passed by arbitrator shri
Tilakchandbhai K Lodaya, the entire land of 124.65 acres should be sold and out of the sale
proceedsthetreeinvestors should be given at least the amount they have invested.

LOSS OF DBKDO JAIN EKKAM's RESOURCES

For more than 17+ years we have faced several challenges and obstacles, There were close to
20+ cases filed against Ekkam in different cities by not only external investors but also by our
own community members which was very unfortunate.
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We had to pay huge amounts to legal counsels / advocates towards legal fees and expenses to
fightthese cases and all judgments went in the favour of Ekkam.

In the process we have lost valuable resources and time of our office bearers and committee
members and also huge amount of money of our community which was paid to advocates to
fight the legal battles.

MISINFORMATION TO MEMBERS

Our Community was misled by a few of our community members by spreading
misinformation about Dakshin Ekkam and its intentions through various channels and forums
without evidence or even verifying the facts which resulted to lots of hardship to the office
bearers / working committee members of DBKDO JAIN EKKAM.

DECISION TO SELLSATYAMANGALAM LAND.

It was decided by the working committee to sellits land at Satyamangalam

And the matter was placed before the Special general body held on 14-11-2021 which gave
the permissiontosell the land.

CHALLENGES TO SELLTHE LAND.

e ORIGINALSALE DEED MISSING/MISPLACED

With the passage of time (1994 to 2022) and shifting of office of DBKDO Jain Ekkam to
numerous locations the original sale deed was misplaced and went missing. We had to file an
FIR and get a Non Traceable certificate before we could sell the land and to obtain the Non
Traceable certificate we had to pay a sizable amount.

» PENDING CASE AT COIMBATORE

In the order of one of the cases at Coimbatore magistrate court, we could not alienate the
land till such time the matter is resolved and based on the strength of the order the
complainant had illegally leased out the entire land of 124.65 acres to third party and the
same was also registered in the office of the sub registrar satyamangalam.

So as perrecords we were not having possession of the entire land.

* SALE OF LAND TO MORE THAN ONE PURCHASER.

It was also found that few acres of land in different survey numbers owned by DBKDO Jain
Ekkam were also sold to two parties by the previous vendor.

As per revenue records, one of the survey numbers had one acre of land less than what was
shownin ourregistered sale deed.

e MULTIPLE SALE DEEDS EXECUTED

Due to reasons best known to the purchasers, on the request from the purchaser, we had to
execute 29 sale deeds (On the basis of one per each survey number), it was also very
laborious and tedious exercise.

SALE PRICE.

With so many issues, it was very difficult to find a buyer. However with the grace of God and
relentless hard work of past and present committee members, we were able to find one.
After several meetings and negotiations spreading over 2 years.

It is also a known fact that few of individual KDO members having small parcels of land
(between half to one acre) with clear title near to the land owned by DBKDO Jain Ekkam in
satyamangalam have sold their land at a price ranging from Rs.3,00,000/- to Rs.4,00,000/-
peracre.
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In spite of the challenges like missing title deeds, pending court cases and without possession
of land on records, We were able to get the buyer to agree to a price of Rs.4 lacs per acre
(Rupees Four Lakhs per acre.) along with our terms of selling the land to the purchasers on "as
is, where basis" with no future liability on Ekkam.

The total saleable land area was 123.65 Acres and the process of sale was completed on 14th
July 2022.

EXPENSES AND PROVISIONS

As pertheinstructions of the auditors we have to make a provision of about 24% towards Long
term capital gain tax.

Ekkam has spent huge amount on legal and other expenses over the last 17+ years including
that towards legal fees for the sale of land and other charges for obtaing the Non Traceable
Certificate from the said police department and certified copies of the originals.

We have also been advised by the auditors and legal advisors to reserve certain amount for
some of the ongoing court cases and any potential future litigation.

CONCLUSIONS

As perthe available records the total number of trees invested by the tree investorsis 41,339.
Considering the total amount available for distribution Versus number of trees invested after
provisioning for Long term capital gains Tax, legal and other expenses of past and future.
DBKDO Jain Ekkam has decided to give Rs.820/- per tree to the tree investors, which is twice
the amountinvested by the tree investors.

Tree investors who have voluntarily surrendered their tree certificates as donation in the
past will also be paid the same amount of Rs.820 per tree.

Those investors who have already received their invested amount after handing over their
certificates will further get the difference of amount. For example, if they have already
received the invested amount Rs.410/- per tree then they will get an additional amount of
Rs.410/-

The process for paying the amount and other details will be shared in a separate
communication at a later date.

Dakshin Ekkam has always worked towards serving our community with good and noble
intentions. Ekkam Committee members have spent their personal time and several late nights
to close this deal to get the best price for the sale of land so that maximum amount can be
returned to the tree investors.

Dakshin Ekkam has always worked towards the betterment of our community, be it
construction of world class Kutchi Bhavan, giving hall and rooms at very nominal rent to our
KDO members, organizing Yuva Milans for youth development, education, charity work,
Medical support etc.

We request our fellow KDO members to come forward to support and donate towards our
future charitable objectives.

In case there is any scepticism in the minds of investors about this whole process. We urge
such members to come forward and clarify their queries / doubts and we shall be glad to
furnish the same.

Sachit parihaar(Abstaining from having food
which may contain or generate more living
organisms).

Padchaari (Walking on feet)

Santhara (Sleeping onthe ground)

Brahmachacharya

The entire Sangh should walk in a procession
accompanied by a band playing music.

The tapasvi's chariot should be in the centre of
the procession.

All the participants should be in their best attire
and ornaments to demonstrate the humility despite
the affluence.

The participants should be ebulliently moving
forward. Their joy and zeal should be infectious for
the spectators.

However, we ought to remember that Chaitya
Paripatis are also organised on conclusion of
Chaturmas. The following are the important spiritual
benefits of a Chaitya Paripati:

* Merely thinking of a Jinalaya visit gives the fruit of
fasting, and later the fruit increases tenfold at every
step.

* The obeisances done to the Arihants destroy many
of the sinsthatare intertwined.

* All the three types of the spiritually most
destructive Darshan Mohaniya Karma namely: (A)
Mithyatva Mohaniya, (B) Mishra (Samyak-
Mithyatva)Mohaniya and (C) Samyaktva Mohaniya
are either subdued or annihilated completely.

* Right vision (Samyak Darshan) becomes stable,
firm and pure by worshiping Jindev consciously.

Instead of the glorious feasting, revelry and
grandeur, Paryushan is observed as compassionate
eight days of restraint, fasting, gathering of spiritual
knowledge and meditation that concludes with
asking of forgiveness from one and all for wrongs
done over the year, intended or otherwise. Then,
what is the big idea behind all the fanfare? Isn't
celebrating a festival of renunciation by indulging in
this kind of glossy, glamorous and showy activity
quite contradictory to Paryushan's very purpose? Is
it to exhibit and prove the superiority or the
supremacy of Jainism over other religions?

No, not at all, because there is a different kind of
joy when we worship collectively at the derasar-
upashraya. The rituals should be done in such a way
that great enthusiasm is felt for the religion. Chaitya
Paripati should be organized in such a way that great
enthusiasm is generated by witnessing the religious
activities, great joy is derived from seeing other
religious souls, great spiritual energy is felt on the
darshan of the Bhagwan and much positivity is felt
on darshan of the Guru. Devotees should worship
ShriJinshasana in the best possible way according to
their strength. In this way an impact of the glory of
Jinshasan can be created on even non-Jain minds.

As young observers or reluctant participants, we
may feel that the pomp and show involved in a
Chaitya Paripati is just a hypocrisy. But once we
understand that there's more to it than meets the
eye, we are overwhelmed by the depth of thinking
and wisdom of our sages and seers. This should
enable us to henceforth undertake the practice with
genuine and complete devotion.

As was mentioned in the previous issue, there
are two broad categories of receipts by Socio-
Religious institutions, Movable and Non-movable
or immovable. The immovable receipts are also
termed as properties and when donated to Socio-
Religious institutions, it involves what is called the
transfer of ownership and it involves compliance
of legal and statutory formalities. There are cases
where gifts or donations are in kind but needs to
be registered in the name of donnie with the
appropriate government authorities; for example,
donation of ambulance to medical units, donation
of bus to the school or similar institution. Whereas
gold and other valuable jewellary; in the form of
ornaments or in any form are termed as tangible
assets, but need not be registered. In India many
devotees donate these types of gifts to the
temples and other religious institutions, and most
of the times they are incognito.

There is yet another form of receipt in kind,
which may be classified as consumables. Many
people donate green grass, hay, jaggery and
similar kind of things which may be termed as
cattle feed to the Gaushalas and Panjarpoles.
Some donate Pure Ghee, Kapoor (camphor),
Agarbattis (incense sticks), Kesar (saffron) and
likes to the Derasars. One very famous example of
receipts of these kinds of consumables is the
continuous and massive inflow of grains, jaggery,
sugar, oil and ghee to the Gujarat's Jalaram Bapa
temple in Virpur. This forms the major source of
receipt for the Jalaram Temple and is used by the
temple management to prepare the food and feed
the devotees visiting the temple free of charge as
Prasad. | have read that many Gurudwaras also get
the similar gifts or donations and use the same for
what is termed as Langar. Managing such huge
inflow of diverse items particularly when some are
perishable is a herculean task. In India, these are
considered as philanthropic activities.

| have also read that in Sothern India, many
people particularly businessmen treat the God as
the business partner and donate some portion of

the profit earned to the Temples. This is one of the
reasons, due to which the temples in Southern
India are rich in Cash, Jewellary and Gold. A friend
of mine had told me that, most of the devotees put
the Cash, Jewellary and Gold Directly in the
Temple's caskets known as Hundi. They don't even
bother to obtain receipts. This sounds amazing.

| have observed that in India, many religious
institutions have formed the Trust and over a
period of time they have started many social
philanthropic activities like running a school,
dispensaries, and old age homes. Some have even
established facilities to look after the sick,
deserted and old domestic animals, mainly cows.
We term them as Panjarapols or Gaushalas. Some
minority communities have even built houses for
the community members. Some call such
institutions as Non-Governmental Organizations
or NGOs. As some such minority NGOs were found
indulging in anti-national activities and unethical
practices like money laundering, Governments
have imposed many statutory restrictions and
compliances on them. Some of the minority
communities were getting a huge amount of
donations from abroad and which was used for the
faith or religion conversion. So now Governments
have become aware of such undesirable activities
and issued many newer rules and regulations on
Trusts and NGOs to instill and impose FISCAL
DISCIPLINE by enforcement.

In many Jain Religious Trusts (JRT) or
institutions (JRI), the often bone of contention is
the utilization of funds received, particularly Dev
Dravya (24 ge1) and General Account (ua1eL viud).
Most of the JRTs or JRIs have some specified
activities and sub heads of fund received against
the specific activity. But they are not water tight so
many a times; it's the starting point of discord. So
FISCAL DISCIPLINE (FD) has a vital role to play for
the sustenance of JRIs and JRTs.

Suicide is best understood as a
multidimensional, multifactorial malaise. Suicide
is perceived as a social problem in our country and
hence, mental disorder is given equal conceptual
status with family conflicts, social maladjustment
etc. According to the official data, the reason for
suicide isnot known for about 43% of suicides
while illness and family problems contribute to
about 44% of suicides.

Divorce, dowry, love affairs, cancellation or
the inability to get married (according to the
India),
illegitimate pregnancy, extra-marital affairs and
such conflicts relating to the issue of marriage,
play a crucial role, particularly in the suicide of
women in India. A distressing feature is the

system of arranged marriages in

frequent occurrence of suicide pacts and family
suicides, which are more due to social reasons and
can be viewed as a protest against archaic societal
norms and expectations. In a population-based
study on domestic violence, it was found that 64%
had a significant correlation between domestic
violence of women and suicidal ideation.
Domestic violence was also found to be a major
risk factor for suicide in a study in Bangalore. The
population-based study has been done in various
cities in India, however the Bangalore study is the
only psychological autopsy study that focused on
completed suicide and domestic violence.
Poverty, unemployment, debts and educational
problems are also associated with suicide. The
recent spate of farmers suicide in India has raised
societal and governmental concern to address this
growing tragedy.

MENTAL DISORDERS AND SUICIDE

Mental disorders occupy a premier position
in the matrix of causation of suicide. Majority of
studies note that around 90% of those who die by

suicide have a mental disorder. The number of
published reports specifically studying the
psychiatric diagnoses of people who die by suicide
has been relatively small. Among those who died
by suicide, 88% in Chennai and 43% in Bangalore
had a diagnosable mental disorder. However,
diagnostic evaluations were not done in the
Bangalore study.

Clusters of suicides
The media sometimes gives intense

publicity to “suicide clusters” - a series of suicides
that occur mainly among young people in a small
area within a short period of time. These have a
contagious effect especially when they have been
glamorized, provoking imitation or “copycat
suicides”. This phenomenon has been observed in
India on many occasions, especially after the
death of a celebrity, most often a movie star or a
politician. The wide exposure given to these
suicides by the media has led to suicides in a
similar manner. Copying methods shown in
movies are also not uncommon. This is a serious
problem especially in India where film stars enjoy
an iconic status and have enormous influence
especially over the young who often look up to

them as role models. .
