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The Jain concepts of substantial (Upadaan) 
and catalyt ic  (Nimit)  causes are deeply 
philosophical and provide a unique perspective on 
the nature of events and causality. Here's an 
interesting story that illustrates these concepts:

Once upon a time, in a bustling ancient town, 
there lived a wise Jain monk named Acharya 
Samantabhadra. He was renowned for his 
profound understanding of Jain philosophy and his 
ability to explain complex concepts through 
simple stories.

One day, a curious scholar approached 
Acharya Samantabhadra and asked, "Venerable 
monk, can you explain to me the Jain concepts of 
Upadaan and Nimit causes?"

Acharya Samantabhadra nodded and began 
to tell a story:

"In a tranquil forest, there stood a massive, 
ancient tree known as 'Kalpataru,' the wish-
fulfilling tree. This tree was admired by all who 
visited the forest, and people came from far and 
wide to seek its blessings.

One day, a traveler passing through the 
forest was in desperate need of food and shelter. 
He rested under the Kalpataru tree, wishing for a 
meal to satisfy his hunger. Suddenly, a ripe and 
delicious fruit fell from the tree right in front of 
him. The traveler was overjoyed and enjoyed the 
meal that the tree had provided.

Now, let's analyze this event in terms of Jain 
philosophy. The Kalpataru tree is the substantial 
cause (Upadaan), as it was the source of the fruit 
that fell. The traveler's presence and his hunger 
acted as the catalytic cause (Nimit). It was the 
traveler's need that triggered the fruit to fall from 
the tree, providing him with sustenance.”

The scholar listened attentively and said, "I 
understand now. The tree was the source, the 
Upadaan, and the traveler's need was the catalyst, 
the Nimit.”

Acharya Samantabhadra smiled and 
continued, "Indeed, this story illustrates the Jain 
belief that events are the result of both substantial 
and catalytic causes working together. It reminds 
us that the universe is intricately interconnected, 
and every event is a complex interplay of causes 

and effects.”
The scholar left with a deeper understanding 

of Jain philosophy, carrying with him the wisdom 
of Acharya Samantabhadra's simple yet profound 
story about the concepts of Upadaan and Nimit 
causes.

In Jain philosophy, neither the substantial 
cause (Upadaan) nor the catalytic cause (Nimit) is 
considered greater than the other. They are both 
essential components in understanding causality 
and events in the universe.

Upadaan cause refers to the material cause 
or the source from which something originates, 
while Nimit cause represents the catalytic or 
triggering factor that brings about an event. 
Jainism emphasizes the interconnectedness of 
these causes, and they work in conjunction to 
explain how events unfold.

It's not a matter of one being greater than 
the other but rather recognizing their equal 
importance in comprehending the complexity of 
causation within the Jain worldview

The point here is that our own souls are very 
like the Kalpataru in this story. The soul has an 
infinite potential. The question is what we desire 
from it. Oblivious of the fact that ecstasy is the 
very nature of our souls, we seek happiness from 
external  objects and happiness constantly evades 
us like the mirage in this poem:
“We search for happiness,
 a mirage in sight,
And chase after it, 
with all our might,
We miss the joy, in the present,
we reside
and suffer in the future, 
our hearts collide,
The mirage of happiness, 
an endless fight.”

Instead, if we cultivate a genuine hunger for 
true happiness which is independent of worldly 
matters and materials and is everlasting, as stories 
would end differently.

If we desire the fruit of liberation from birth 
and death cycle (moksha), we will indeed have the 
fruit of Moksha falling in our lap.

Recently I happened to get hold of 100 year 
old Exhaustive Census of our  KDO  Dasha Oswal 
Jain community. The following passage 
appealingly written from the heart of Shri R.J. 
Lodaya, the publisher of the Census (Vastipatrak) 
of our community almost one hundred years back 
shocked me but didn't surprise. 

"The main reason for such a low life 
expectancy of just 25/26 years in our community, 
as per my humble opinion, is the present day life 
style of our people and tremendous efforts 
needed to sustain it. The simple style of living of 
olden days  has been totally given go bye. Instead 
of looking after our necessities we are running 
after fulfilling unnecessary  needs and  desires. In 
our newly aquired habit of showmanship and 
comparisons we are lavishly spending money in 
unnecessary areas and to meet them we are 
running after money without caring for our health 
and social consequences.  Till we reintroduce  
simplicity in our families, we will not be able to 
overcome this phenomenon and consequently 
our life expectancy will not increase. Most of us 
will live in dire poverty. Main reason for this is our 
rich community members. The other community 
members are following them blindly and thereby 
spreading the disease in the entire community. As 
a result the common man is tempted and socially 
compelled to follow such unaffordable practices. 
Till the Wealthy people of our community set an 
example of Simplicity, the economic  development 

of the Community will remain a distant dream. My 
humble appeal to all rich members of the 
community  is that they should think about the 
welfare of the community. Real richness is not in  
display of wealth but in eradicating the proverty of 
the community people."

Without exaggeration what he has written is  
nothing but the hard realities of ours and many 
many others which prevailed  hundred years back. 
Earlier centuries were no better. Can we say 
whether they were Good Old Days?                          

The essence of these observations are equally 
applicable today also. Showmanship, Envy, 
Comparisions, Vulgar display of wealth  are more 
prevelant in the present day social groups . May be  
by praising past we create an illusory pride and 
sense of Unity among the community, region 
and/or nations. 

When one actually has time to sit, think and 
contemplate, things were just as bad back then as 
they are now. Just depends on where you sit. 
Overall, research suggests that the main reason 
why people experience rosy retrospection is that 
they tend to forget negative and neutral parts of 
certain past experiences, which cause those 
experiences to appear more positive. 

The present which you consider as bad after a 
decade will be  a good old day and that too may be 
a golden one. 

According to me, at present, on the basis of  
the facts, comforts, ease of living and wealth wise, 
our community people are in a Golden era. Such 
comforts no Maharaja had in the past. History is 
nothing but what we are told as history which in 
most cases is far from facts. 

Let us accept that the past can't now be 
altered, the future has yet to be lived, and 
consciously to experience every moment of the 
present is the only way to live happily. Longer you 
live in the past, shorter is  your future to enjoy.

 If you are living in the presence, you are at 
peace. Only good old  days are ahead.
