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Among its r ich tapestry of beliefs and 
cosmology, Jainism incorporates a variety of 
celestial beings, including Adhishthayika Devis 
(demi-goddesses), who play a significant role in the 
faith. Here we explore the concept and significance 
of demi-goddesses in Jainism, shedding light on 
their role within our ancient religious tradition.

In Jainism, demi-goddesses, known as "Yakshis" 
or "Yakshinis," hold a prominent place in the 
religious history. These divine feminine entities are 
associated with various qualities and attributes, 
and they are believed to inhabit the spiritual realm. 
Yakshis are often depicted as beautiful, graceful 
figures, and they serve as intermediaries between 
humans and the higher deities.
ŸYakshinis are a kind of Vyantaris (one of the four 
kinds of demi-goddesses.
ŸAll Yakshinis are Devis as well as Vyantaris.
ŸHowever, all Devis are not Yakshinis or Vyantaris.

Yakshisnis are venerated in Jainism for several 
reasons. Firstly, they represent the concept of 
prosperity and abundance. Their association with 
fertility and the natural world underscores the Jain 
reverence for al l  l iv ing beings and their 
commitment to non-violence (ahimsa). Jainism 
teaches that the well-being of all living creatures, 
from humans to animals, is interconnected, and the 
b e n e v o l e n c e  o f  Ya k s h i s  r e f l e c t s  t h i s 
interconnectedness.
ŸSome of the Yakshas and Yakshinis  are appointed 
as care takers of specific followers of Jainism
ŸThese care takers are also called Adhisthyak or 
Adhisthyaika
ŸThese care takers are samyaktvi (having samyak 
darshan or right faith)

Yakshinis are seen as protectors and providers of 
spiritual blessings. Devotees seek their blessings 
for good health, fortune, and protection from 
negative influences. Jain temples often feature 
statues or images of Yakshinis, emphasizing their 
importance in the daily religious practices of 
followers.

The artistic representations of Yakshis are laden 
with symbolism. They are often depicted standing 

under a tree, symbolizing fertility and life, or with 
animals like lions or elephants, which signify the 
harmony between humans and the animal 
kingdom. Such depictions emphasize the Jain 
principle of respect for all life forms and the 
interconnectedness of existence.

Several Yakshinis hold a special place in Jain 
mythology. Notable among them is Padmavatidevi, 
who is considered the guardian deity of Bhagwan 
Parshvanath, the twenty-third Tirthankar. Her 
image is commonly found in Jain temples, and 
devotees seek her blessings for protection and 
well-being. Another renowned Yakshini is 
Chakreshvaridevi, who is associated with the  first 
Tirthankar, Bhagwan Adinath. Her benevolence is 
sought by devotees for spiritual guidance and 
enlightenment. Siddhayikadevi  is the yakshini who 
is an attendant of Bhagwan Mahavir, the twenty-
fourth and ultimate Tirthankar of the current 
chouvisi. Her mount is a lion.

Devotees of Jainism engage in various rituals 
and practices to seek the favor of Yakshinis. 
Offerings of flowers, fruits, and incense are made 
to their images in temples, and hymns are recited in 
their praise. Pilgrims often visit Jain pilgrimage 
sites that are dedicated to these divine beings. The 
act of  worshiping Yakshinis deepens the 
connection between the spiritual and material 
worlds and reinforces the principles of Jainism.

Demi-goddesses, or Yakshinis,play a significant 
role in Jainism by embodying important aspects of 
the faith's philosophy. Their symbolism represents 
the interconnectedness of life, the respect for all 
living beings, and the pursuit of spiritual well-
being. The veneration of Yakshinis, through rituals 
and worship enriches the spiritual experience of 
Jain practitioners. In Jainism, the concept of demi-
goddesses serves as a reminder of the intrinsic 
value of compassion, non-violence, and harmony 
with the natural world. 

May Bhagwan Mahavir's 'shasan' (religious 
commandments)  always prevai l  and may 
Siddhayikadevi bless us with samkit (right faith).
